Due to complete in June 2008, the £7.5 million investment will allow an increase in the 
amount of residential guests that the hotel can accommodate.  The move is intended to 
meet the demands of existing clients and hopes to attract new leisure and corporate 
business to the area. 
 
Its business as usual until then and at every milestone, South Lodge has considered how to 
retain and deliver its intimate individuality and friendly devoted service – core values upon 
which it has built its successful business. 
 
With a new £ ½ million kitchen installed, the hotel will also increase its food outlets and 
leisure facilities offering further option to its guests.   
 
It hopes to create a renewed ‘buzz’ and become a first choice destination within the local 
community as people will be able to nibble, snack, feast or fine dine.  
 
The knock on effect will of course offers new careers and job opportunities and a recruitment
